New England and the Atlantic Slave Trade

Grade Level: 11 & 12

Content Understanding: After completing this lesson, students will understand that colonial New
Englanders played a varied and active role in the African slave trade.

Skill Objectives: Introduction to a new kind of primary source- account books

Overview: Students will examine a variety of secondary and primary sources to identify the different
ways that New Englanders participated in the transatlantic slave trade. A primary content objective is
for the students to see the myriad ways in which New Englanders at all levels of the social scale
benefitted from the trade through the purchase of slave-made products.
